About the Bursary
UK Youth is a leading national youth work charity supporting over three quarters of a million young people.  Founded over 100 years ago, UK Youth was established to support young people to learn the skills and competencies they need for life.  Our work at Avon Tyrrell and across the UK aims to value and accredit the positive achievements made by young people outside the classroom. At Avon Tyrrell we believe in offering outdoor education as well as a great time.

In line with UK Youth’s charitable objectives we operate a Bursary scheme whereby young people’s groups can apply for financial help.  Built up using donations from individuals, trusts, foundations and corporate sponsors, the Bursary enables individuals or groups, who, for whatever reason, might not otherwise be able to afford these opportunities receive a discount against Avon Tyrrell’s normal advertised prices, or even, in exceptional circumstances, access these free of charge enabling them to benefit from activities, educational courses and informal learning experiences.

The bursary fund is administered by a small shortlisting team.  We have regular closing dates for applications, as well as a general fund (typically smaller grants or individual funding request) which you can apply to throughout the year.
Criteria for awarding a bursary
We aim to support organisations which work with young people who may be disadvantaged in some way; whether it’s because of where they live, their socio/economic backgrounds, physical or mental disabilities, caring responsibilities, young parenthood, educational exclusion, or who have suffered forms of abuse, homelessness or who have been involved with drugs etc. 
Although you may think your group doesn’t necessarily fit into the normal definitions of a ‘disadvantaged’ group, you may well be still eligible for help. There are no hard and fast rules here other than the upper age limit is 25 years old and must be from within the UK and from bona-fide young people’s organisations. You can apply for the whole of your group or just for individual young people within your group.
We expect to get feedback from the beneficiaries of the bursary, in fact it is a condition. Our bursary scheme supporters like to be kept informed, and good regular feedback means people are likely to support the scheme more, enabling us to ensure we can support more young people and be sustainable. 

There will be times when even though an application might seem to meet our criteria, we still can’t make an offer, perhaps due to limited funds and sheer demand. 
How to apply

1. Visit www.avontyrrell.org.uk to get a feel for what you want / what best fulfils the aims and objectives for your group.
2. Contact our bookings team on 01425 672347 to check availability and to reserve dates and activities to support your visit; they will then be able to reserve your requirements for up to 31 days whilst you submit a bursary application.  Please highlight whether your whole booking is dependent on the bursary.
